The point: “Actions speak
louder than words” could
be the motto of Mark’s
gospel. This book shows
Jesus’ power through his
miracles and covers the
most important events of
his ministry, death and
resurrection. Mark was
written for Gentiles (people
who were not Jews) and
reminds us that the salvation
Jesus offers was for all
people everywhere.

How it connects: Mark,
also called John Mark, was
the cousin of Barnabas, who
ministered with Paul. Mark
received the information
for his gospel from the
disciple Peter. Mark wrote
about Jesus' life in a way
that showed who Jesus was
through what he did. Even
someone who didn’t know
the Old Testament could
understand that Jesus was

God.

Jesus Questioned About Fasting

of the bridegroom fast while he is with

23One Sabbath Jesus was going through
the grainfields, and as his disciples walked
along, they began to pick some heads of
grain. 2#The Pharisees said to him, “Look,
why are they doing what is unlawful on
the Sabbath?”

2>He answered, “Have you never read
what David did when he and his com-
panions were hungry and in need? 26In
the days of Abiathar the high priest, he
entered the house of God and ate the con-
secrated bread, which is lawful only for
priests to eat. And he also gave some to
his companions.”

27Then he said to them, “The Sabbath
was made for man, not man for the Sab-
bath.

Jesus Heals on the Sabbath
3 Another time Jesus went into the

synagogue, and a man with a shriv-
eled hand was there. 2Some of them
were looking for a reason to accuse Jesus,
so they watched him closely to see if he
would heal him on the Sabbath. 3Jesus
said to the man with the shriveled hand,
“Stand up in front of everyone.”
4Then Jesus asked them, “Which is law-
ful on the Sabbath: to do good or to do
evil, to save life or to kill?” But they re-
mained silent.
>He looked around at them in anger
and, deeply distressed at their stubborn
hearts, said to the man, “Stretch out your
hand.” He stretched it out, and his hand
was completely restored. ®Then the Phar-



isees went out and began to plot with the
Herodians how they might kill Jesus.

Crowds Follow Jesus

7Jesus withdrew with his disciples to
the lake, and a large crowd from Gali-
lee followed. $When they heard about all
he was doing, many people came to him
from Judea, Jerusalem, Idumea, and the
regions across the Jordan and around Tyre
and Sidon. °Because of the crowd he told
his disciples to have a small boat ready for
him, to keep the people from crowding
him. °For he had healed many, so that
those with diseases were pushing forward
to touch him. "Whenever the impure
spirits saw him, they fell down before him
and cried out, “You are the Son of God.”
12But he gave them strict orders not to tell
others about him.

Jesus Appoints the Twelve

13Jesus went up on a mountainside and
called to him those he wanted, and they
came to him. 1“He appointed twelve® that
they might be with him and that he might
send them out to preach >and to have au-
thority to drive out demons. 1°These are
the twelve he appointed: Simon (to whom
he gave the name Peter), 7James son of
Zebedee and his brother John (to them he
gave the name Boanerges, which means
“sons of thunder”), 18 Andrew, Philip, Bar-
tholomew, Matthew, Thomas, James son
of Alphaeus, Thaddaeus, Simon the Zeal-
ot ?and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him.

Jesus Accused by His Family and

20Then Jesus entered a house, and again
a crowd gathered, so that he and his disci-
ples were not even able to eat. 2! When his
family? heard about this, they went to take
charge of him, for they said, “He is out of
his mind.”

22 And the teachers of the law who came
down from Jerusalem said, “He is pos-
sessed by Beelzebul! By the prince of de-
mons he is driving out demons.”

23S0 Jesus called them over to him and
began to speak to them in parables: “How
can Satan drive out Satan? 2*If a king-

The Parable of the Sower

Again Jesus began to teach by the
lake. The crowd that gathered

around him was so large that he
got into a boat and sat in it out on the
lake, while all the people were along the
shore at the water’s edge. 2He taught
them many things by parables, and in his
teaching said: 3“Listen! A farmer went
out to sow his seed. *As he was scatter-
ing the seed, some fell along the path, and
the birds came and ate it up. Some fell on
rocky places, where it did not have much
soil. It sprang up quickly, because the soil
was shallow. ¢But when the sun came up,
the plants were scorched, and they with-
ered because they had no root. 7Other
seed fell among thorns, which grew up
and choked the plants, so that they did
not bear grain. 8Still other seed fell on
good soil. It came up, grew and produced

10When he was alone, the Twelve and
the others around him asked him about
the parables. ''He told them, “The secret
of the kingdom of God has been given to
you. But to those on the outside every-
thing is said in parables 12so that,

they may be ever seeing but never
perceiving,

and ever hearing but never
understanding;

otherwise they might turn and be

forgiven!’a”

B3Then Jesus said to them, “Don’t you
understand this parable? How then will
you understand any parable? 4 The farm-
er sows the word. '*Some people are like
seed along the path, where the word is
sown. As soon as they hear it, Satan comes
and takes away the word that was sown in
them. '°Others, like seed sown on rocky
places, hear the word and at once receive
it with joy.

A Lamp on a Stand

21He said to them, “Do you bring in a
lamp to put it under a bowl or a bed? In-
stead, don’t you put it on its stand? 22For
whatever is hidden is meant to be dis-
closed, and whatever is concealed is meant
to be brought out into the open. 2*If any-
one has ears to hear, let them hear.”

24“Consider carefully what you hear,”
he continued. “With the measure you use,
it will be measured to you—and even
more. 2>Whoever has will be given more;
whoever does not have, even what they
have will be taken from them.”

The Parable of the Growing Seed

26He also said, “This is what the king-
dom of God is like. A man scatters seed
on the ground. ?’Night and day, whether
he sleeps or gets up, the seed sprouts and
grows, though he does not know how.
28 All by itself the soil produces grain—
first the stalk, then the head, then the full
kernel in the head. 2°As soon as the grain
is ripe, he puts the sickle to it, because the
harvest has come.”

The Parable of the Mustard Seed

30Again he said, “What shall we say
the kingdom of God is like, or what par-
able shall we use to describe it? 3!It is like
a mustard seed, which is the smallest of
all seeds on earth.

The herd, about two thou-
sand in number, rushed down the steep
bank into the lake and were drowned.

2'When Jesus had again crossed over by
boat to the other side of the lake, a large
crowd gathered around him while he was

33Then the woman,
knowing what had happened to her, came
and fell at his feet and, trembling with
fear, told him the whole truth. 3*He said
to her, “Daughter, your faith has healed
you. Go in peace and be freed from your
suffering.”

35While Jesus was still speaking, some
people came from the house of Jairus,
the synagogue leader. “Your daughter is
dead,” they said. “Why bother the teacher
anymore?”

36Qverhearing® what they said, Jesus
told him, “Don’t be afraid; just believe.”

37He did not let anyone follow him ex-
cept Peter, James and John the brother of
James. 3 When they came to the home of
the synagogue leader, Jesus saw a commo-
tion, with people crying and wailing loud-
ly. 3 He went in and said to them, “Why
all this commotion and wailing? The
child is not dead but asleep.” 40But they
laughed at him.

After he put them all out, he took the

child’s father and mother and the disciples
who were with him, and went in where the
child was. 4'He took her by the hand and
said to her, “Talitha koum!” (which means
“Little girl, I say to you, get up!”). Im-
mediately the girl stood up and began to
walk around (she was twelve years old).
At this they were completely astonished.
#3He gave strict orders not to let anyone
know about this, and told them to give her
something to eat.

A Prophet Without Honor

Jesus left there and went to his
6 hometown, accompanied by his
disciples. 2When the Sabbath came,
he began to teach in the synagogue, and
many who heard him were amazed.
“Where did this man get these things?”
they asked. “What’s this wisdom that has
been given him? What are these remark-
able miracles he is performing? 3Isn’t this
the carpenter? Isn’t this Mary’s son and
the brother of James, Joseph,? Judas and
Simon? Aren’t his sisters here with us?”
And they took offense at him.
4Jesus said to them, “A prophet is not
without honor except in his own town,
among his relatives and in his own home.”
5He could not do any miracles there, ex-
cept lay his hands on a few sick people and
heal them. *He was amazed at their lack

of faith.

Jesus Sends Out the Twelve

Then Jesus went around teaching from
village to village. 7Calling the Twelve to
him, he began to send them out two by
two and gave them authority over impure
spirits.

8These were his instructions: “Take
nothing for the journey except a staff —
no bread, no bag, no money in your belts.
Wear sandals but not an extra shirt.
10Whenever you enter a house, stay there
until you leave that town. ' And if any
place will not welcome you or listen to
you, leave that place and shake the dust
off your feet as a testimony against them.”

12They went out and preached that peo-
ple should repent. 13They drove out many

demons and anointed many sick people
with oil and healed them.

John the Baptist Beheaded

14King Herod heard about this, for
Jesus’ name had become well known.
Some were saying,® “John the Baptist has
been raised from the dead, and that is why
miraculous powers are at work in him.”

150thers said, “He is Elijah.”

And still others claimed, “He is a proph-
et, like one of the prophets of long ago.”

16But when Herod heard this, he said,
“John, whom I beheaded, has been raised
from the dead!”

17For Herod himself had given orders to
have John arrested, and he had him bound
and put in prison. He did this because of
Herodias, his brother Philip’s wife, whom
he had married. '8For John had been say-
ing to Herod, “It is not lawful for you to
have your brother’s wife.” So Herodias
nursed a grudge against John and wanted
to kill him. But she was not able to, 2be-
cause Herod feared John and protected
him, knowing him to be a righteous and
holy man. When Herod heard John, he
was greatly puzzled?; yet he liked to lis-
ten to him.

21 Finally the opportune time came. On
his birthday Herod gave a banquet for his
high officials and military commanders
and the leading men of Galilee. 2When
the daughter of¢ Herodias came in and
danced, she pleased Herod and his dinner
guests.

The king said to the girl, “Ask me for
anything you want, and I'll give it to you.”
23And he promised her with an oath,
“Whatever you ask I will give you, up to
half my kingdom.”

24She went out and said to her mother,
“What shall I ask for?”

“The head of John the Baptist,” she an-
swered.

25 At once the girl hurried in to the king
with the request: “I want you to give me
right now the head of John the Baptist on
a platter.”

26The king was greatly distressed, but
because of his oaths and his dinner guests,
he did not want to refuse her. 27So he im-
mediately sent an executioner with orders
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to bring John’s head. The man went, be-
headed John in the prison, 28and brought
back his head on a platter. He presented it
to the girl, and she gave it to her mother.
290n hearing of this, John’s disciples came
and took his body and laid it in a tomb.

Jesus Feeds the Five Thousand

30The apostles gathered around Jesus
and reported to him all they had done and
taught. 31 Then, because so many people
were coming and going that they did not
even have a chance to eat, he said to them,
“Come with me by yourselves to a quiet
place and get some rest.”

3280 they went away by themselves in a
boat to a solitary place. 3But many who
saw them leaving recognized them and
ran on foot from all the towns and got
there ahead of them. 3¥When Jesus landed
and saw a large crowd, he had compassion
on them, because they were like sheep
without a shepherd. So he began teaching
them many things.

% By this time it was late in the day, so
his disciples came to him. “This is a re-
mote place,” they said, “and it’s already
very late. 3Send the people away so that
they can go to the surrounding coun-
tryside and villages and buy themselves
something to eat.”

37But he answered, “You give them
something to eat.”

They said to him, “That would take
more than half a year’s wages9! Are we to
go and spend that much on bread and give
it to them to eat?”

Jesus Walks on the Water

4“Immediately Jesus made his disci-
ples get into the boat and go on ahead of
him to Bethsaida, while he dismissed the
crowd. 0 After leaving them, he went up
on a mountainside to pray.

47Later that night, the boat was in the
middle of the lake, and he was alone on
land. 48He saw the disciples straining at
the oars, because the wind was against
them. Shortly before dawn he went out to
them, walking on the lake. He was about
to pass by them, ¥’but when they saw him
walking on the lake, they thought he was
a ghost. They cried out, **because they all
saw him and were terrified.

Immediately he spoke to them and said,
“Take courage! It is I. Don’t be afraid.”
5I'Then he climbed into the boat with
them, and the wind died down. They were
completely amazed, >*for they had not
understood about the loaves; their hearts
were hardened.

3When they had crossed over, they
landed at Gennesaret and anchored there.
54 As soon as they got out of the boat, peo-
ple recognized Jesus. > They ran through-
out that whole region and carried the sick
on mats to wherever they heard he was.
% And wherever he went —into villages,
towns or countryside — they placed the
sick in the marketplaces. They begged
him to let them touch even the edge of his
cloak, and all who touched it were healed.

That Which Defiles
7 teachers of the law who had come
from Jerusalem gathered around
Jesus 2and saw some of his disciples eat-
ing food with hands that were defiled,
that is, unwashed. 3(The Pharisees and all
the Jews do not eat unless they give their
hands a ceremonial washing, holding to
the tradition of the elders. *When they
come from the marketplace they do not
eat unless they wash. And they observe

The Pharisees and some of the

many other traditions, such as the wash-
ing of cups, pitchers and kettles.?)

5So the Pharisees and teachers of the
law asked Jesus, “Why don’t your disciples
live according to the tradition of the elders
instead of eating their food with defiled
hands?”

%He replied, “Isaiah was right when he
prophesied about you hypocrites; as it is
written:

““These people honor me with their
lips,
but their hearts are far from me.
7They worship me in vain;
their teachings are merely human
rules.’?

8You have let go of the commands of God
and are holding on to human traditions.”

9And he continued, “You have a fine
way of setting aside the commands of God
in order to observe¢ your own traditions!
10For Moses said, ‘Honor your father and
mother,? and, ‘Anyone who curses their
father or mother is to be put to death.’
11But you say that if anyone declares that
what might have been used to help their
father or mother is Corban (that is, de-
voted to God) — '2then you no longer let
them do anything for their father or moth-
er. BThus you nullify the word of God
by your tradition that you have handed
down. And you do many things like that.”

14 Again Jesus called the crowd to him
and said, “Listen to me, everyone, and un-
derstand this. 1>Nothing outside a person
can defile them by going into them. Rath-
er, it is what comes out of a person that
defiles them.” (161

17 After he had left the crowd and en-
tered the house, his disciples asked him
about this parable. 18“Are you so dull?”
he asked. “Don’t you see that nothing that
enters a person from the outside can defile
them? For it doesn’t go into their heart
but into their stomach, and then out of the
body.” (In saying this, Jesus declared all
foods clean.)
