MAIN THEME: An encounter with
Jesus Christ demands a response.
Those who believe have eternal life,
but those who reject Him are under
the condemnation of God (John 3:36;
5:24-29; 10:27-29).

KEY WORD: Believe.

KEY VERSE: 20:31.

II. Distinctive Features.

A. Itis considered by many to
be the deepest and most
spiritual book in the Bible.

B. In it, Christ gives a more
complete revelation of
Himself and of God than in the
Synoptic Gospels.
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1. Of His person and
attributes. See the | Am’s of
Christ, 4166.

2. Of His divinity, 1:1; 10:30-38;
12:45; 14:7-9; 16:15.

3. Of the work of the Holy
Spirit. See the 6's, 7's, 8's of
the Holy Spirit, 4165.

4. Of His own divine
commission. For example,
in the fifth chapter He
declares Himself to be sent
from God six times, 5:23, 24,
30, 36, 37, 38.

5. Of the Fatherhood of God.
Christ speaks of God as
“The Father” over one
hundred times: God is the
spiritual Father, 4:23; He is
the life-giving Father, 5:21;
the message is the Father’s,
7:16; the Father is greater
than all, 10:29; the works
are the Father’s, 14:10; God
is the Indwelling Father,
14:23; the Eternal Father,
17:5; the Holy Father, 17:11;
the Righteous Father, 17:25.

. Perhaps the most notable of

all the peculiarities of this
gospel is the fact that over
one half of the space in the
book is given to the events

of Christ’s life and His sayings
during His last days.
Discourses and conversations
found only in John: the talk
with Nicodemus, 3:1-21; with
the woman of Samaria, 4:1-
26; the discourse to the Jews
at the Festival of Tabernacles,
7:14-39; 8:3-58; the parable
of the Good Shepherd,

10; the series of private
instructions to the disciples;
His comforting words and
intercessory prayer, 14-17;
His meeting with the disciples
at the Sea of Galilee, 21.

. John records eight miracles

of Christ (beside Christ’s
resurrection) to prove His
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divinity. Six of these are found
only in this gospel: The water
made wine, 2:1-11; healing
the nobleman’s son, 4:46-54;
healing the man at the pool,
5:1-9; healing the man born
blind, 9:1-7; the raising of
Lazarus, 11; the second great
quantity of fish, 21:1-6.

. There are two great currents
of thought flowing through
the book which are profitable
to follow:

1. Faith, John 3:16-18; 5:24;
6:29, 40; 7:38; 8:24; 10:37—
38; 11:25-27; 12:46; 14:12.

20Everyone who does evil hates
the light, and will not come into
the light for fear that their deeds
will be exposed. 21But whoever
lives by the truth comes into
the light, so that it may be seen
plainly that what they have done
has been done in the sight of
God.

John Testifies Again

About Jesus

22 After this, Jesus and his
disciples went out into the Ju-
dean countryside, where he
spent some time with them,
and baptized. 22Now John also
was baptizing at Aenon near Sa-
lim, because there was plenty of
water, and people were coming
and being baptized. 24(This was
before John was put in prison.)
25An argument developed be-
tween some of John’s disci-
ples and a certain Jew over the
matter of ceremonial washing.
26They came to John and said to
him, “Rabbi, that man who was
with you on the other side of the
Jordan —the one you testified
about —look, he is baptizing,
and everyone is going to him.”

27To this John replied, “A per-
son can receive only what is giv-
en them from heaven. 28You
yourselves can testify that I said,
‘I am not the Messiah but am
sent ahead of him.' 29The bride
belongs to the bridegroom. The
friend who attends the bride-
groom waits and listens for him,
and is full of joy when he hears
the bridegroom’s voice. That joy
is mine, and it is now complete.
30He must become greater; I
must become less.”?

31The one who comes from
above is above all; the one who
is from the earth belongs to the
earth, and speaks as one from
the earth. The one who comes
from heaven is above all. 32He
testifies to what he has seen
and heard, but no one accepts

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his testimony. 33Whoever has
accepted it has certified that
God is truthful. 34For the one
whom God has sent speaks the
words of God, for God? gives
the Spirit without limit. 35The
Father loves the Son and has
placed everything in his hands.
36Whoever believes in the Son
has eternal life, but whoever re-
jects the Son will not see life, for
God’s wrath remains on them.

Jesus Talks With
a Samaritan Woman
Now Jesus learned that the
Pharisees had heard that
he was gaining and baptizing
more disciples than John — 2al-
though in fact it was not Jesus
who baptized, but his disciples.
3S0 he left Judea and went back
once more to Galilee.

4Now he had to go through
Samaria. 5So he came to a town
in Samaria called Sychar, near
the plot of ground Jacob had
given to his son Joseph. 6Jacob’s
well was there, and Jesus, tired
as he was from the journey, sat
down by the well. It was about
noon.

7When a Samaritan wom-
an came to draw water, Jesus
said to her, “Will you give me a
drink?” 8(His disciples had gone
into the town to buy food.)

9The Samaritan woman said
to him, “You are aJew and I am
a Samaritan woman. How can
you ask me for a drink?” (For
Jews do not associate with Sa-
maritans.b)

10 Jesus answered her, “If you
knew the gift of God and who
it is that asks you for a drink,
you would have asked him and
he would have given you living
water.”

1“Sir,” the woman said, “you
have nothing to draw with and
the well is deep. Where can you
get this living water? 12Are you
greater than our father Jacob,
who gave us the well and drank
from it himself, as did also his
sons and his livestock?”

13Jesus answered, “Every-

one who drinks this water will
be thirsty again, 4but whoever
drinks the water I give them will
never thirst. Indeed, the water I
give them will become in them
a spring of water welling up to
eternal life.”

15The woman said to him,
“Sir, give me this water so that
I won't get thirsty and have to
keep coming here to draw wa-
ter”

16He told her, “Go, call your
husband and come back.”

17“T have no husband,” she
replied.

Jesus said to her, “You are
right when you say you have no
husband. 18The fact is, you have
had five husbands, and the man
you now have is not your hus-
band. What you have just said
is quite true.”

19“Sir,” the woman said, “I
can see that you are a prophet.
200Qur ancestors worshiped on
this mountain, but you Jews
claim that the place where we
must worship is in Jerusalem.”

21“Woman,” Jesus replied,
“believe me, a time is coming
when you will worship the Fa-
ther neither on this mountain
nor in Jerusalem. 22You Samar-
itans worship what you do not
know; we worship what we do
know, for salvation is from the
Jews. 23Yet a time is coming
and has now come when the
true worshipers will worship
the Father in the Spirit and in
truth, for they are the kind of
worshipers the Father seeks.
24God is spirit, and his worship-
ers must worship in the Spirit
and in truth.”

25The woman said, “I know
that Messiah” (called Christ) “is
coming. When he comes, he will
explain everything to us.”

26Then Jesus declared, “I, the

one speaking to you—Iamhe.” pp
